e  Ensure that the Student experience is at the heart of teaching delivered through a variety of
innovative learning and teaching styles.

e Support the Department in developing a strong and outward-looking subject based culture.

e Adhere and comply to the provisions of the Health and Safety at Work Act and in accordance
to the University’s policy on health and safety.

e Undertake all duties and responsibilities in compliance with the rules and regulations
encompassing equal opportunities and data protection, maintaining confidentiality at all
times.
